3.  NAVY'S DRUG TESTING PROGRAM CONTINUES TO OPERATE AS AN

EFFECTIVE MEASURE FOR DETECTION AND DETERRENCE.  IN FY-00 THE

FLEET EXPERIENCED A 0.11 PERCENT DECREASE IN SAMPLES TESTING

POSITIVE OVER THE SAME PERIOD IN FY-99.  A SLIGHT INCREASE IN

ABUSE OF THE NEW DESIGNER DRUG ECSTACY (MDA/MDMA/MDEA) HAS

BEEN DETECTED.  NAVY DRUG SCREENING LABS (NDSL) SCREEN EACH

SAMPLE FOR THE PRESENCE OF MDA/MDMA/MDEA.  AS NEW DRUGS AND

DIFFERENT FORMS OF OLD DRUGS APPEAR, NDSLS UTILIZE TECHNOLOGICAL ADVANCES THAT ENHANCE DETECTION CAPABILITIES.  SAILORS NEED

TO KNOW THAT IF THEY ABUSE DRUGS THEY WILL BE CAUGHT, REGARDLESS

OF HOW NEW THE DRUG IS.
